Seasonal Master Plan for Reviving Dead Soil

Let’s begin with early spring when the soil is just waking up from winter’s rest.  Give your soil a gentle awakening by giving your garden a dose of diluted rice wash which wakes up the microbials.  Once you have given that wake up call follow up with a drench of compost tea.  The rice wash wakes the microbes and the compost tea repopulates the underground community.  This transforms the soil from rigid and lifeless to soft, cooperative and full of promise.  This is when your plants need fermented plant juice.  Apply diluted every two weeks not as a forceful fertilizer but as a gentle, consistent, encouragement.  Think of it as giving your plants a little pep talk during the hottest most exhausting months.  The fermented juice does not push your plants but supports them and sometimes that is all a plant needs to thrive.  When autumn approaches and your garden begins to slow down this is your opportunity to set the stage for next year.  Instead of letting leaves and mulch sit on the surface help nature by applying one final drench of compost tea.  You are not doing this for the plants but for the soil itself.  Those microbes will spend the entire winter breaking down the organic matter building glomalin, improving soil structure and preparing a soft rich bed for next spring.
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
