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Rebuilding the entre Eco System – Compost Tea

Compost tea the army of microbes that rebuild the soil – compost tea is the full rescue operation.  This is the liquid that brings thousands of microbes into your garden in one simple application.  Compost tea focuses on rebuilding the system the community of organisms.  Some gardeners think this tea is just compost soaked in water but what we are making here is a living brew filled with aerobic microbes that multiply aggressively given the right conditions.

These microbes are the real architects of healthy soil forming relationships with plant roots out competing disease organisms and creating glomalin the natural glue that turns lifeless dust into crumbly fertile earth.  

To make the tea start with filtered water
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Take 2 pounds of fully finished compost, the kind that smells earthy not sour.  Never use fresh manure for this.  Place the compost into a breathable bag – an old pillow case or paint strainer works perfectly and suspend it in the bucket like a giant tea bag.  Add 1 tablespoon of molasses to the water.  This is food for the good microbes but only if we give them air.  And this is the part gardeners forget – place an aquarian air stone in the bucket – and let it bubble continuously.  The oxygen keeps harmful anaerobic bacteria from growing and encourages the beneficial aerobic microbes to multiply.   Within 24 hours the water will develop a foam on top – that foam is a beautiful sign of life.  It means the microbes are active and multiplying and ready to transform your soil.  At this point the compost tea is at its peak potency.  Use it immediately.   Pour it directly at the base of your plants or use it as a gentle folia spray 
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
